ASK ME BOOTH & SHOWMANSHIP - Exhibitors will utilize an online process to sign up for the Ask Me Booth 
for the 2026 Fair. Times will be selected on a first-come, first-serve basis. You can sign up for a time at check-in and 
can sign up at the booth when you have an hour of free time, subject to availability. PLEASE NOTE: Exhibitors are 
required to be in Official Show Attire or a State Fair T-shirt when doing the Ask Me Booth.

- ATTIRE: For showmanship and show, all exhibitors will be required to be clean, neat, and dressed according to 

the standards of the youth organization they are representing.   FFA – Black jeans, white collared shirt, FFA 
Jacket and Tie. 4-H – Black/dark jeans, white collared shirt. 4-H vest, jacket, and/or tie are strongly 
recommended.  YLPA – Dark blue jeans, black collared shirt with logo patch.  No caps or hats.  Closed-toed 
shoes or boots are required. Exhibitors not conforming to the Dress Code will not be allowed to enter the Show 
Ring. 

 
- The winners of the Champion Youth will be announced at 5 pm on Monday, Feb. 9th.  If you are one 

of the winners you will need to be prepared to return for the Champion of Champions Contest on 
Monday, Feb. 16th at 2:30 pm.
